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Abstrak

Hak-hak banduan menurut perspektif Islam dan Undang-Undang Brunei

Tidak ramai yang tahu akan hal ehwal banduan memandangkan banduan ditahan
di tempat yang tertutup iaitu penjara yang mana penjara bukan tempat orang
awam masuk sesuka mereka. Kajian ini untuk mengenali hak-hak banduan
menurut perspektif Islam dan Undang-Undang Brunei. Metodologi kajian adalah
dengan melakukan penelitian terhadap maklumat yang berkaitan dengan banduan
sama ada melalui buku-buku, hasil kajian dan penyelidikan, undang-undang
Brunei Darussalam dan laman web rasmi Jabatan Penjara Brunei. Hasil kajian
mendapati bahawa menurut perspektif Islam, banduan masih berhak untuk
melakukan hak-hak mereka yang berkaitan dengan ibadah dan urusan-urusan
mereka dengan orang lain dan juga peribadi. Begitu juga dari segi undang-undang
Brunei, mereka masih lagi menerima hak-hak mereka seperti hak asasi manusia
yang bebas dari tahanan iaitu hak keperluan mereka seharian seperti pakaian,
pemakanan, pendidikan dan sebagainya. Sekaligus menunjukkan bagaimana
banduan itu menjalankan hak-hak mereka di dalam penjara. Maka dari itu hak
banduan menurut perspektif Islam dan undang-undang Brunei tidak ada
perbezaan.



Abstract

The rights of prisoner in Islamic Law and the Law of Brunei

Not many know the rights of prisoners as prisons are located in a closed place
where prison is not the place for public to go to as they wish. This study is to
recognize the rights of prisoners in terms of Islamic Law and the Law of Brunei.
The methodology of the study was carried out by descriptive research on
information that is related to prisoners whether through books, research findings,
research, laws of Brunei Darussalam and official website of the Brunei Prisons
Department. The results of the study found that in terms of Islamic Law, prisoners
were still entitled to have their rights related to ritual and their affairs either they
are personal or not and it is the same for the Brunei law as they still receive their
rights just like other people which are their daily needs such as clothing, nutrition,
education and so on. At the same time this study shows how the prisoners practise
their rights in the prison. Therefore, the rights of prisoners according to the
Islamic Law and Law of Brunei are no different.
